 We were unable to locate any storm related damage to the roof during our inspection.  We did locate the source of the interior water intrusion as the aluminum box vent being too close to the valley.  During heavy rains the exhausting water from the valley is entering under the un-sealed base of the box vent. The second area of water intrusion is around the exhaust cap where the un-sealed nail heads are allowing water to drip creating the small stain in the upstairs bathroom heater closet.  The overall condition of the roof is good, we did note and photograph several areas of mechanical damage most likely received during installation.
